Entries received after this date will incur a $20 late fee
per entrant and will be accepted on a case by case basis dependant on competition numbers. A $5 fee will be
applied for each unregistered athlete, coach or judge. Entry forms are attached to this document and may also be
found on the club website www.goldcoastgymnastics.com Electronic entries are the preferred format for all forms
to be returned please. This hopefully will cut down on work order errors as faxed copies/handwritten forms always
pose a question on spelling.
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Competition Format WAG Gymnastics:

There are 2 divisions for this competition Novice & Open.

Clubs may enter as many teams as they wish per level however the top team per level/division only earn points for
their club overall tally.

Teams consist of 5 gymnast’s maximum per team with the 3 top scores per apparatus per team to count.

Separate entry forms will be required for Novice and Open divisions to ensure no mistake is made on entries.

For levels 1 to 4:
All gymnasts in the team will be judged at the nominated level, either all Open or all novice division

Forlevels5/6 and L7-10:

A team may consist of a combination of level 5 or level 6 gymnasts and level 7-10.

Gymnasts must compete and be judged at their respective levels for levels 5,6,7,8, and Levels 9&10 gymnasts will
be judged at level 8 requirements for team score purposes.

The competition will run under a warm up compete format.

WAG Criteria for Novice Gymnasts

Level 1 Novice - all gymnasts in the team must train 2 hrs a week or less
Level 2 Novice - all gymnasts in the team must train 4 hrs a week or less
Level 3 Novice - all gymnasts in the team must train 6 hrs a week or less
Level 4 Novice - all gymnasts in the team must train 6hrs a week or less
Level 5/6 Novice — all gymnasts in the team must train Shrs a week or less

WAG Criteria for OPEN Gymnasts

Levels 1-4 —all gymnasts will be judged at the level the team is entered.
Level 5/6 — Gymnasts will be judged at their nominated level
Level 7 & 8 — Gymnasts will be judged at their nominated level

Levels9 & 10 — Gymnasts will be judged at level 8 requirements
Please ensure correct levglentered on the nomination form
Competition Accreditation:

Competitor and officials accreditation passes will be handed out with your club packs at the orientation meeting.
Please contact the events coordinator if you will not be attending the orientation meeting so we can ensure you
have your passes before competition. Gymnasts, coaches, and judges will be required to show their pass to gain
free entry to all sessions.

x  All personnel requiring access to the competition floor must display an accreditation pass
ACCESS TO THE COMPETITION FLOOR IS STRICTLY LIMITED

ATTENDING JUDGES

All clubs are required to supply a judge per level/division you have gymnasts nominated. A Proxy fee of $100 per
level/division will apply. Clubs are responsible for their nominated judge’s attendance. If there is more than one
session of the same level the same judges must judge all sessions. Event sanctioning relies on the judging panels
being approved prior to the event. A judge not turning up to a required session may impact on the sanctioning of
the event, which is why we request all clubs to ensure their judge is fully informed of their times and expected
commitment to this event.

A Judges briefing will be held at the start of the first session per day with a general briefing prior to each session.
ATTENDANCE is compulsory if you are judging on that day.
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Music:
Clubs are asked to hand music in at the Orientation Meeting Thursday night if not before at podium training. All
music should be on CD or MP3 audio files. Music will be returned to you as soon as it is logged into our event

playlist.

Please make sure your music is clearly marked and in the following order;

a) Gymnast name

b) Competing level and division eg L4AN Or L20
c) Club Name

First Aid:

Gymnasts will remain in the care of their coach at all times.
Ice and a suitably stocked first aid kit and supplies will be available at the venue.

Any injuries should be reported to the Floor Manager without delay.

Sports Trainer will be present for all sessions of the levels 4-10 event.
